Phoning in advance to let staff know someone other than you will be picking
up your child is allowable as long as they are listed on the authorized pick up sheet Anyone
picking up the child may be asked to provide photographic identification if the staff is not familiar
with the individual; this may include parents, so please come prepared with identification.
